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Finding sources for an Annotated Bibliography

1. Reference works: Gain an understanding of your topic if you are not familiar
with it. Reference works such as dictionaries and Encyclopedias can be helpful
to find out background information on your topic and give you keywords.

2. Keywords: Think of a few keywords that you will use in your search.
3. Find journal articles: Use pick-a-topic to narrow down the databases to search.
